DAY 1 Flight to Rapid City, South Dakota. Guided tour of Deadwood. Hear about the
Ft. Laramie Treaty of 1868, Custer’s Expedition to the Black Hills that started the Gold
Rush of 1874, Jack McCall, Wild Bill Hickok, Calamity Jane and Potato Creek Johnny.
Gaze down at Deadwood Gulch while enjoying the breeze and the essence of ponderosa
pines from the Mt. Moriah lookout, a 300-foot cliff. Check in to the Holiday Inn Express,
Deadwood for 1 night. Dinner in Deadwood. Free evening in Deadwood. Plenty of

creating a fabulous painted landscape. Dinner.
